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Albuquerque, NM – Today, New Mexico Attorney General Hector Balderas and 27 other attorneys general initiated a multistate investigation into allegations that Volkswagen altered emissions software on their diesel vehicles to produce favorable test results.

The multistate investigation will examine misrepresentations and deceptions regarding the 11 million diesel vehicles which were allegedly equipped with software that could be used to cheat on emissions tests.  As part of this multistate investigation, the attorneys general will be sending subpoenas to Volkswagen. Many states will be reviewing this matter through both their consumer protection and environmental protection divisions.
