“Every Fourth of July, nearly 200 people are killed in drunk driving crashes. This doesn’t reflect 
injuries, court costs, or regret.” commented MADD New Mexico State Director, Aisha Smith. 
“There are many options available to all of us. Options that are life-saving. The life you save 
could be your own, it could be a family member, or a friend. Please take a pledge to designate a 
non-drinking driver and keep New Mexicans safe.”
